He is very happy with his urologist and he feels like the prostate cancer treatment is working. He is status post radiation and getting Lupron shots on a monthly basis. He states he has had no weight loss. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, or hematochezia and continues to be very active as I mentioned.
