Margaret Gibson was seen in the office on May 23, 2022, not having been seen for about two years.

She has hypothyroidism subsequent to thyroid surgery in which Hashimoto’s thyroiditis was found.

She stated that her medications had been changed by her primary physician and that she had been on levothyroxine, but was now switched to Armour Thyroid for the past several months.

She had complained of intermittent hair loss, tiredness, and wondered why.

On examination, blood pressure 128/80, weight 199 pounds, and BMI was 31.7. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism, Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, and tiredness.

At that time, thyroid function tests were requested but were not undertaken.

I eventually called her on September 7 inquiring as to what was happening with her situation since her last visit and she told me that she had been upset that her hair loss had not been considered due to her thyroid problem. She mentioned that her thyroid replacement was now being undertaken by her primary physician.

At that time, I offered her my assistance to help with her thyroid hormone replacement, but she was not interested in pursuing that a course of action.
