KING, CHANDA
Ms. King is a 51-year-old woman on hospice currently with diagnosis of muscular dystrophy. Her muscular dystrophy has caused her to be quite weak, loss of muscle mass, decreased appetite, weight loss of significant amount over 7 pounds just in the past four weeks, severe myopathy, muscle wasting, and profound weakness in the lower extremity. The patient is ADL dependent and is chair bound. The patient requires total help to be transferred to another chair and/or bed. The patient is cared for by her husband Abel who is her main caregiver because of her severe muscle weakness, this has affected her diaphragm and is causing hypoventilation with profound hypoxemia. For this reason, the patient is on 4L of oxygen at all times. The patient also has required hospitalization due to significant acidosis in the past. The patient has pressure ulcers of both ears because of protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased albumin and the fact that she is bedbound. The patient requires changing position in every two hours. Most recently, the patient was hospitalized with COVID and MRSA infection which has since then has left her totally bedbound. The patient has a PEG tube for feeding since she is no longer strong enough to swallow. The patient’s condition has deteriorated since last evaluation/certification. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months.
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
