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1. GP, 23-year-old presents with COVID exposure, but does not stay long enough to get tested because the wait was too long. I spoke to the patient, he stated that was the reason he left.
2. JC, 43-year-old male presented with muscle pain, right arm pain, shoulder pain, neck pain, foot pain, wrist pain. CBC, CMP, CPK, and swab tests all negative. Treated with Toradol. Sent home with Mobic and Neurontin. I left a message for the patient to call me back.
3. PR, 18-year-old male feeling tired constantly. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UDS negative, most likely related to a viral infection per Dr. Dilger. Treated him with Zofran. The patient did not answer the phone.
4. TR, is an 80-year-old gentleman presents after a fall, hip pain and rib pain. The patient sustained three rib fractures. Also, had abdominal CT and a facial and cervical CT, had a zygomatic arch fracture, treated accordingly and consultants called. Sent home with tramadol, Robaxin and Neurontin. The patient did not answer the phone. Probably seeing a consultant.
5. JM, 70-year-old male involved in an MVA, complaining of neck pain, low back pain. C-spine, L-spine and abdominal CT negative. No fracture or sprains.
6. JM, 60-year-old with MVA, knee pain, neck pain. Both had x-rays. The wife had CBC and CMP which were all within normal limits as well as x-rays. They both were very happy with the care received.

7. MB, is a 25-year-old young lady with abdominal pain, 13 weeks pregnant. The patient’s lab work negative. Urinalysis negative. The patient was transferred to Deerbrook because of the ultrasound at Porter was not functioning and it is a good thing that they did because they found a dead fetus; this was obtained after I spoke to the patient and she was happy with the care that was provided in Porter. She will see an OB/GYN for further plans.

8. LH, 3-year-old with sores inside the head, diagnosed with impetigo. Mother was very happy with the care. Swab test negative. Keflex given.

9. LR, 7-year-old with cough, congestion, and headache. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. No antibiotics given. Doing better. Mother was very happy with the care.

10. EL, 28-year-old young lady with sore throat and cough. X-ray negative. Swab test negative. Treated with Tessalon and Z-PAK. She liked the staff and the physician very well.

11. EL, 4-year-old with cough, fever, stomach pain and loss of appetite, diagnosed with flu B. Treated with Tamiflu. Mother was very happy with the care.

12. RL, 5-year-old with cough, fever, loss of appetite, and temperature of 103. Diagnosed with flu B. Treated with Tamiflu. Mother was very happy with the care.

13. MR, is a 26-year-old male seen with vomiting and diarrhea. CBC, CMP, and swab tests negative. No CT was done probably because there was no abdominal pain. Treated with Zofran. He is doing better already. Just feels tired and dehydrated.
ADDENDUM: I could distinguish the notes between Dr. Dilger and the Martinez, nurse practitioner. Dr. Dilger’s notes were concise, to the point, handwriting is 5/10 not the best, but I can make it out. The patients were very happy with his care and the testing was appropriate even though he did not see a lot of critical patients FYI.
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
