HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 64-year-old male presents to the clinic for a followup of his motor vehicle accident. The patient complains of cervical spine pain. He does need a refill of his ibuprofen and Flexeril. His last visit was several months ago. He states that he was supposed to have surgical intervention. However, the spinal surgeon is currently not practicing, so they are looking for another surgeon.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and NEOSPORIN.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Ibuprofen and Flexeril.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hand.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/71. Heart rate 68. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.9. O2 saturation 99%. He weighs 126 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. He does have tenderness to his cervical spine and pain with the lateral movement to the left and right.

LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Neck pain.

2. Cervical herniation as stated per the MRI report.

PLAN: The patient will schedule a followup in one month. Hopefully, in that time, he will see the new surgeon and will be able to provide us with an update of plan of care and then I will give him a refill of the ibuprofen and Flexeril just to take as needed. The patient does agree with this plan of care. He was given an opportunity to ask questions and he has none at this time.
