HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 72-year-old male presents to the clinic to get a refill of his medications. His wife states that he also fell 10 days ago while striking the right side of his head on the bedpost which caused a laceration. She has been taking care of it at home. She just wanted it to be checked out.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient’s wife and placed in the chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipidemia, GERD, CVA, and allergic rhinitis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Discussed with the patient’s wife and is placed in the chart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/71. Heart rate 69. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.4. O2 saturation 97%. We were unable to weigh as the patient is in a wheelchair.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Unable to check gait as he is in a wheelchair.

SKIN: Warm and dry. He does have approximately 3 cm laceration to the right side of his head, healing well, scab intact. No bleeding. No erythema around the trauma site.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. GERD.

5. CVA.
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6. Allergic rhinitis.

7. Traumatic head injury.

8. Laceration.

9. Prescription refill.

PLAN: The patient did have labs done today. We will check his A1c, kidney function, and liver function. Last A1c was 7.9 which did come up from 7.7 the three months before. His wife did bring in a list of the last recorded blood pressures over the last three months which will be placed in this chart as well. We will call the patient with those lab results. They do agree with this plan of care and they were given the opportunity to ask questions, they have none at this time.
