HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 61-year-old female presents to the clinic for a followup of her motor vehicle accident. She states that she did benefit from physical therapy and she does feel much better. She still does get intermittent pain to bilateral rib cage whenever she does bend down and she still also has limited range of motion to her right shoulder. She was given an order to get an MRI on her last visit. However, she never had any followup, never received a phone call, so that radiological study was not ever done.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metformin and Motrin.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/57. Heart rate 56. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.8. O2 saturation 97%. She weighs 218 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2, bradycardia.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: She has got good range of motion, however, limited range of motion with full extension of her right shoulder. She is unable to bring it past 90 degrees.
NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and oriented x4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Fracture of right ribs #6 and #7.

2. Fracture of left ribs #4 through #8.

3. Right shoulder strain / contusion.
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PLAN: The patient will continue to take her Motrin. However, we are going to reorder that MRI of her right shoulder to see if there is any new injury. New order was placed. The patient should be getting a phone call regarding the time and for an appointment to get that study done. She does agree with this plan of care. She was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
