CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient and placed in the chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, cholecystectomy, and tonsillectomy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs or ETOH. She smokes one and half packs per day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/85. Heart rate 110. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98.2. O2 saturation 98%. She weighs 297 pounds.

The patient did not have physical exam in the office. She was referred to go to the emergency room at Texas Emergency Hospital to rule out DVT or possible migration placement of her PICC line, the patient did agree. She does have a personal vehicle and she states that she does feel safe driving herself to the hospital and that was the end of her visit.
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
