IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: The patient presented a California Driver’s License, which correctly identified the claimant.

HPI: The patient is a 35-year-old male reports history of chest contusion dating to September 15, 2022. The patient noted that he has history of COVID infection dating to 8th and 9th month earlier. He further has history of asthma. He notes chest pain with associated nausea and dizziness. He was apparently seen at the emergency room were workup was unremarkable. He has had intermittent chest pain described as a chest tightness it is left-sided squeezing and associated with fatigue and exhaustion. Pain was initially felt to be a tightness, but is now dullness initially last two weeks and never went away, pain not influenced by position or exertion. He reports a subxiphoid pain with deep breathing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Asthma.

2. COVID-19.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Lungs collapsed as a child.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: SULFA unknown reaction.
FAMILY HISTORY: Paternal grandfather died at age 30.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He has prior history of alcohol none in the last six months. He denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.
IMPRESSION: The patient is unlikely to have any significant cardiac disease. He requires PFTs to evaluate the asthma. Performed stress test to rule out ischemia. However, it is unlikely that he has significant coronary artery disease. His chest pain certainly is not consistent with ischemic heart disease. He has history of COVID-19. However, I do not believe this is a contributing factor.
