HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old lady with pain to her right side. The patient stated this has been going on for about a month. She states she had a lesion there, nontraumatic, that has become larger and more painful. She states she came in today because the site is red and has increased pain sensation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient states pain is 6/10 and increases with touch. She states pain is nonradiating and is confined to her right side at where the lesion is located.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 114/64.
Pulse 79.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: Right side of her back, there is a 4 x 6 cm eschar lesion with migrating erythema, localized edema and green discharge. Site is tender to palpation and is hot to touch.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cellulitis.

2. Site pain.

The patient was discharged with.

1. Bacitracin 500 units/gram, she will apply twice daily for 14 days.

2. Septra DS 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 14 days, #28.

3. Sulindac for pain 200 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days.

The patient was given an opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.

In the clinic today, she received Rocephin 1 g IM, she was observed for about 15 to 20 minutes after which she reports no side effects from the medication and is comfortable with my discharge plans.
