MEDICATIONS: Albuterol, Zithromax and budesonide.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states child has nasal congestion with green discharge. She states child continues to cough. She states child is eating and drinking okay, but is somewhat more fussy than usual. Mother reports cough, runny nose and congested nares.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is very fussy; it is difficult to get his blood pressure and weight taken.
VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

NEUROLOGIC: Child is interactive; he cries, but is easily comforted by mother.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rhinitis.

2. Bronchitis.

3. ER followup.

Today, he was given an injection of Rocephin 500 mg. Mother was advised to come back on Monday for the final injection.
