SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco smoke exposure.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states child’s vaccination is up-to-date.
She states child is eating and drinking well. It is just the cough is uncontrollable, does not seem to get rid of it.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 92/71.
Pulse 87.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates Eyes: Red with green discharge bilaterally. Visual Acuity: Counts fingers with no difficulties. No periorbital cellulitis or edema. No lid edema or erythema.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. No tenderness to palpation.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has mild diffuse crackles/rhonchi.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No tenderness to palpation.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Mood and affect are normal. Sensation and motor functions are normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep pharyngitis, strep A.

2. Rhinitis.

3. Bronchitis.
Today, the patient was sent home with the following medications.

1. Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution two drops t.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, 150 mL.

3. Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL, take one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days.

4. Singulair chewable 4 mg one p.o. q.p.m.
She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none. Tests done in the clinic today: Strep A was positive. Flu A and flu B were negative.
In the clinic today, child was given the following medications. Albuterol and Atrovent x1, flu test and strep test; flu test was negative and strep was positive for flu A. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
