HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old little boy mother brings him in due to him feeling tired. He does have sore throat, fever off and on. He has had these symptoms for two days now.

There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

I have done a complete review of systems with the mother, all negative with the exception of what is mentioned above and also there is no change in his defecation or urination habit.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATION: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. He does not appear to be in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/56. Pulse 96. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenation 95% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Each canal has a moderate amount of cerumen. Oropharyngeal area erythema noted. Tonsillar lymphadenopathy noted on the neck. No thyromegaly.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include flu and strep tests, both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute tonsillitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL. He is encouraged to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest and return back to the clinic if not improving.
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
