PATIENT NAME: Esparza, Juan

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of rash on the right side of the forehead. The rash is blister suggestive of herpes zoster. The patient had a pain in that area also before the rash started.

PLAN: Valtrex 1 g every eight hours is ordered. The patient has a previous history of shingles. The patient also complains of cough and chest congestion. Zithromax 500 mg daily, one tablet daily for five days was ordered for acute bronchitis. Tessalon Perles 100 mg three times a day p.r.n. for cough were also ordered for acute bronchitis.
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
