PATIENT NAME: Bidlack, Mary

DATE OF SERVICE: 10/17/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to the urgent care at MCH Clinic day before yesterday for vomiting. She was diagnosed to have urinary tract infection and pyelonephritis. She was given Zofran at the urgent care and she was able to take it but she could not take outpatient Zofran. The patient’s blood sugar was about 180 at MCH urgent care we have looked at the records. She had a blood in the urine and evidence of urinary tract infection. Urine culture was not done.

PLAN: The patient will go to CPL Laboratory for urinalysis, urine culture, and hemoglobin A1c. The patient has gained 18 pounds since last visit four months ago. The patient has diabetes mellitus type II and her hemoglobin A1c on June 8, 2022 was 6.6. She is not taking any medicine for diabetes. If her hemoglobin A1c is more than 7, she will need medicine for diabetes. She is also advised to follow diet. The patient does not want screening colonoscopy, screening mammogram, or bone density. She will be seen again in December 2022 as per pervious appointment.
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
