Mother and I discussed child’s results. We had a lengthy discussion as to the hemoglobin of 7.8 and hematocrit of 28.5. She was educated on child’s anemia and the importance of taking medication prescribed; she was given ferrous sulfate 325 mg to take once daily. She was educated on child’s diet, encouraged green leafy vegetables or liver product However, mother was strongly encouraged to return promptly if child becomes symptomatic, meaning dizziness, weakness, lack of energy, and fatigue. She states she understands. I will see child again in approximately two weeks, then I will repeat her labs namely hemoglobin and hematocrit to assess levels and we will refer for evaluation as to the source or type of anemia. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
