HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old child accompanied by mother here for a followup. Mother stated the child was seen in the emergency room, diagnosed with acute otitis media, acute pharyngitis, and febrile illness. She received some medication there, but was advised to come to continue medication IM Rocephin. She states child appears to be doing a little better, but reports one episode of vomiting today and the child’s complaints of continuing mild throat pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and negative.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 100/67.
Pulse 110.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.3.

HEENT: Throat: Mildly erythematous. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile. Ear: Erythematous TM (mild). No effusion. TM is dull to light reflex. No tragal tag. No erythematous external ear canal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. She is tachycardic at 110.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media.

2. Acute pharyngitis.

3. Febrile illness.
Child is already having PO medication at home, she is here for an injection for Rocephin IM, which was given 500 mg IM, she was observed in the clinic for approximately 20 minutes, then reevaluated, she reports no signs or symptoms of adverse reaction from the medication. Child has moist mucous membranes. Mother is comfortable with my discharge plans.
