HEENT: Nose: Clear discharge, congested.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. The patient cries appropriately, is easily comforted by mother

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Medication administration.
2. Bronchitis.
3. Rhinitis.
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The patient was administered Rocephin 500 mg IM, he was observed in the clinic for an additional 10 to 15 minutes after which mother reports he displayed no signs or symptoms of adverse reaction. She is comfortable with my discharge plans. She was educated on diet, educated on continuation of medication at home, and to come back to the clinic if worse or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
