SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 114/76.
Pulse 85.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.5.

HEENT: Ears: No impaction is present. TM is normal bilaterally. No tragal tag. No erythematous EAC.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis externa.

2. Cerumen impaction.
The patient is improved in both of his diagnoses and states he is pain-free today. He was advised and reassured, advised to avoid water in his ears, not to use any Q-tip to clean his ears, if he becomes impacted again to come back to the ER so we can take care of it. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
