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1. JW, 34-year-old with hoarseness and cough. Diagnosed with laryngitis. Treated with Azithromycin. Left message for the patient to call.

2. JG, 33-year-old with burning when urinating, swollen penis, and glans penis. Diagnosed with balanitis. Treated with bacitracin ointment. Left message for the patient to call. Please consider p.o. antibiotics and/or steroids in case of severe infection. 
3. RH, 46-year-old seen for acid reflux symptoms, arm numbness, and chest tightness. CBC, CMP, cardiac workup, and chest x-ray was negative. D-dimer was slightly elevated, was not addressed. EKG was abnormal, not addressed. Sent home with lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide and Toradol. Please consider addressing abnormal test including D-dimer and EKG even if no further treatment is necessary. A number was left in the emergency was a bad number.

4. AA, 19-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Positive URI. Treated symptomatically. The patient was happy with the care.

5. KH, 9-month-old baby with flu-like symptoms. Diagnosed with flu A. Treated with Tamiflu. Mother was happy with the care. Already doing better.

6. PG, 15-year-old young lady with right middle finger swollen. The patient was diagnosed with sprain. X-ray was declined. Mother states now the daughter has changed her mind. She wants to have an x-ray. They are going back to get an x-ray. She was happy with the doctor.

7. IG, 4-year-old with fever and cough. Swab testing negative. No treatment given except for supportive care. Family was happy with the care. The child is doing better.

8. DC, abdominal pain and vomiting. Swab testing negative. Diagnosed with viral URI, improving and mother was happy with the care. 
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9. DJ, is a 15-month-old baby with vomiting. Swab testing was negative. The patient was tachycardic, diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Amoxil. Could not leave a message on the phone number provided. The child was tachycardic at 179.

10. UA, is a 3-year-old with vomiting. Swab testing negative. Diagnosed viral URI. No medications given. The number that was left is a nonworking number.

11. JD, 36-year-old with right ankle pain and low back pain. CT scan of the L-spine shows DJD. X-ray of the ankle, no fracture. Diagnosed with sprain and DJD. Treated with Toradol. The phone is not set up to be able to receive messages.

12. AO, 11-year-old child with rash. Diagnosed with allergic reaction. Given prednisone and Benadryl. Mother was happy with the care. Under treatment now.
13. JG, 6-year-old child with cough, neck pain, and congestion. Positive strep. Positive flu. Only given Tamiflu. The strep was not treated. No mention as why he was not treated. I have the patient call the emergency room to see if the current doctor could write a prescription for the strep infection and I received the call back from the nurse stating that it was Dr. Adedapo decision not to treat a strep. We sent a message regarding if he decide not to treat certain infection. Please write a note to everyone will know your thoughts.
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
