HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old young man. Mother brings him in today due to complaint of sore throat started with acute onset last night and also had fever. Today, at our office, his temperature is 100.6. He also has other siblings that have similar symptoms and illness.

Mother is not giving any medication for relief other than ibuprofen and getting mixed results with that.

He denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Over-the-counter ibuprofen.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A complete review of systems was done with this patient and completely negative except for what is mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. He is well nourished and well groomed. He is not in any distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Ears: Some very mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area, erythema noted. Mild strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Intact. There is no detection of a rash.

LABS: Today, include flu and strep tests, both were negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute pharyngitis. The patient will receive amoxicillin per weight dose. He will take this twice a day for 10 days, drink plenty of fluids, plenty of rest and return to clinic if not improving.
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
