No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tylenol and Motrin.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I have done a review of systems with the mother, everything is completely negative with the exception of what is mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. He is scared. He does cry upon examination, however, he is easily consoled.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is some mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area erythema noted. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic. There is no murmur appreciated. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, both of which are negative today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. The patient will be given Histex 0.5 mL b.i.d. p.r.n. cough, 30 mL.

2. Acute pharyngitis and mild otitis media. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days, 100 mL.

He is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return back to clinic or call if not improving.
