NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of recurrent episodes of “dizziness”.

History of some motor dysfunction possibly in the lower extremities.

Imaging findings of the posterior fossa meningioma.

Current complaints of recurrent and possibly lancinating cephalgia asymmetrically in the left central and posterior head with clinical symptoms of motor dysfunction in the right hemi hypoesthesia distribution.

Dear Dr. Corona:

Thank you for referring Teresa Hurtedo De Morales for neurological evaluation.

As you know, she has the MR imaging findings that are suspicious for partially calcified possibly posterior fossa meningioma.

Unfortunately, I do not have the actual MR imaging studies and in consideration of this we are going to order a reevaluation contrast, non-contrast, and neuro-quant brain MR imaging study for further evaluation considering the impingement of this meningioma on the cerebellum that was reported.

She gives a history of some motor dysfunction and episodic spells of transient dizziness that are stereotypical in nature it is suspicious for possible underlying epilepsy.
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Her neurological examination today appears to be within normal limits.

In consideration of her history and presentation, we are ordering a diagnostic electroencephalogram for initial evaluation.

Neuro-quant brain MR imaging study with and without contrast will be completed at Open Systems.

She gave no additional history of unusual neurological symptoms.

She has had a fairly complete workup as I best I can tell for symptoms of gastritis/abdominal tenderness and polymyalgia/arthralgia.

She offered no additional complaints today.

I will see her for reevaluation with the results of her testing for further recommendations.
