Mrs. Strength is a 44-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of hyperthyroidism and abnormal thyroid function studies. She has a history of fatty liver disease and menopause for three years. She had a thyroid ultrasound done on 02/03/2021 indicating a dominant nodule on the right measuring 8.4 mm. Her labs showed a TSH was suppressed at less than 0.01, total T4 of 12.9, free T4 of 2.37 and a T3 uptake of 40. She denies any palpitations or tremors. She denies any changes in her hair, skin or nails. She has difficulty losing weight. She states that she had have her esophageal stretched due to esophageal being constricted.

Plan:
1. For her evaluation of her hyperthyroidism, her labs were reviewed and her TSH is less than 0.01, and free T4 is 2.37. At this point, I am going to order a thyroid up-taken scan in order to assess the status of her hyperthyroidism.

2. She had a multinodular goiter and this noted a dominant nodule on the right measuring 8.4 mm. Her next thyroid ultrasound will be due in February 2023.

3. I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level and a thyroid stimulating immunoglobulin level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.
