DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old white male that comes today complaining of nocturia that has been frequent. The patient at one time was taking Myrbetriq 25 mg at bedtime, but it has been stopped. The patient was advised to go back taking this medication; however, he stated that he does not have any bottles despite the fact that there was a prescription called in April 2022 with 90 tablets with three refills. We are going to send the prescription back to Publix in Lake Placid where he lives.

2. The patient has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA that remains stable.

3. Hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has a history of gout and hyperuricemia. He was taking Krystexxa. He had two infusions. The patient felt much better; however, the infusions were stopped because the patient was admitted to the hospital with COVID-19. The patient is going to be evaluated by Dr. Ware and he is hoping for Dr. Ware to give the okay to continue with the infusions. Meanwhile, the patient continues with allopurinol.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is treated with famotidine. The patient is following a plant-based diet. The amount of protein intake has been decreased. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months with laboratory workup.
