Dear Dr. Freestone:

This is a followup for Mrs. Daymon comes accompanied with husband for renal transplant evaluation.  Last visit in April.  She has right-sided hemiplegia with expressive aphasia.  Denies hospital admission.  They have noticed some tachycardia, but no associated symptoms of chest pain, lightheadedness, diaphoresis, nausea, vomiting or dyspnea.  Takes her transplant medications.  No gastrointestinal symptoms.  No urinary infection, cloudiness or blood.  Weight about the same 155 presently 159.   Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the CellCept, tacrolimus, prednisone, there has been no seizure activity from the stroke, but remains on Keppra, blood pressure atenolol and amlodipine.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 100/80 on the left-sided, expressive aphasia, no respiratory distress.  Lungs clear, normal.  It appears to be regular.  Minor tachycardia 104.  No significant murmurs.  No pericardial rub.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No ascites.  No gross edema.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries from October, normal kidney function 0.9.  Normal electrolytes, mild metabolic acidosis 22.  Normal nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, Tacro therapeutic at 7, our goal is 4 to 8 and no anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Renal transplant from husband, University of Michigan 2010.
2. Normal kidney function.
3. Well controlled blood pressure.
4. Right-sided hemiplegia expressive aphasia.
5. Minor tachycardia without associated symptoms despite beta-blockers.  At this moment I do not think she needs any further workup.  If persistent, do an EKG.  We could increase beta-blocker a little bit more.  Our goal is for heart rate to be less than 90 and more than 55.
6. High risk medication immunosuppressant, therapeutic dose of tacrolimus.
7. All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
