Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Mr. Ceja who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, small kidneys, CHF and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in May.  Recent hospital admission apparently for CHF decompensation.  Weight down from last visit 150, presently 141, supposed to be doing salt and fluid restriction and diuretics, follows with CHF Mrs. Garcia.  Presently no vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Minor edema.  No claudication symptoms.  Stable dyspnea.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No oxygen.

Medications:  Bumex, potassium replacement, Norvasc, bisoprolol and Coumadin.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 110/70 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  Minor JVD.  No localized rales although distant.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No tenderness.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries after a high creatinine 2.2 in July, August down to 1.5, new blood test needs to be updated.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium.  Free T4 normal, but TSH suppressed.  Normal calcium.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III.  No indication for dialysis.
2. Hypertension and small kidneys without obstruction or urinary retention.

3. CHF with low ejection fraction, recent admission to the hospital, salt and fluid restriction and diuretics, potassium replacement, predominance of right-sided heart failure with right ventricular dilatation and failure as well as tricuspid regurgitation.
4. Anemia, no documented external bleeding, watch given the exposure of Coumadin.
5. Coronary artery disease prior bypass stent, atrial fibrillation.
6. Prior right-sided hemicolectomy not related to cancer.
7. Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
