Thank you for this referral.

Sherri has been seen by me for last few years. She has chronic immunodeficiency. She is 67-year-old female who is brought here today for IVIG infusion.

SYMPTOMS: As always patient is mourning. She is not cooperative. She is upset and it was very difficulty to start IV even through port-a-cath.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has intellectual disability and history of immunodeficiency with frequent sepsis. She also had multiple other medical issues requiring hospitalization, but most of them were related to infections. She also has autistic disorder as well as mood disorder. In past, she had seizure disorder.

She is on several medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 67-year-old female very uncooperative and keeps eyes closed.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.
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Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His recent lab on 09/15 showed WBC of 4.2, hemoglobin 9.8, hematocrit 30.6, and platelet 147,000 again this blood could have been some diluted because of it was drawn from the port. Her CMP showed calcium of 8.4, total protein of 5.7, and albumin however was okay at 10.8. Her serum IgA was 54 normal is 87 and 2352 mg/dL.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Chronic immunodeficiency.

2. History of frequent infections.

3. Profound intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I went ahead and started an IV through the port and gave her Gammagard 40 g in 500 normal saline for a couple of hours. Upon completion, the port was flushed and needle was removed and she was sent back.
