Thank you for this referral and your continued support.

Arthur is an 83-year-old male who was seen by me for anemia and when seen his hemoglobin was low below 9. The patient also had elevated creatinine of 1.93 and EGFR was 34 it was believed his anemia was from kidney disease. He also has history of ASHD and history of gout. The patient has been started on Retacrit with which his hemoglobin has now started to improve. His symptoms are significantly improved. He used to get tired easily and was short of breath on a short walk, however that has improved significantly. Recent hemoglobin on 09/22 was 11.1, hematocrit was 35.4, and his platelets were 151. His creatinine is 1.69 and EGFR 40.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia.

2. Chronic kidney disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him 40,000 units of Retacrit. We will draw CBC and CMP.
