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1. AR, 11-year-old in a car accident, complaining of headache, chest and body ache and vomiting. Even though he was having back problems, no x-rays were done. No testing were done. He was diagnosed with contusion. Mother states that he is doing better and they liked the doctor that they saw.
2. JR, same family, 6-year-old child with same symptoms. No x-rays were done. Contusion. Physical exam was reported as negative. Mother states that the child is doing better and they liked the doctor that they saw.
3. JR, 5-year-old with right arm pain. No x-rays. Diagnosed with contusion. Mother states that they child is doing better and they liked the doctor that they saw.
4. JR, 3-year-old, MVA, hit his head. No x-rays were done. Contusion. Mother states that the child is doing better and they liked the doctor that they saw.
5. ET, is a 29-year-old involved in a motor vehicle accident, separate family. Chest x-ray showed contusion. No other x-rays were done. They were happy with the care received.
6. _____, 59-year-old with nausea and vomiting after she took her first dose of Vicodin. Zofran was given and was sent home. No other medication given. No workup. All related to the patient’s medication side effect.

7. CG, 23-month-old baby with mucus and runny nose. Chest x-ray showed pneumonitis. Swab test negative. No treatment. Sent home. The family was very happy with the care.
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
