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1. 34-year-old woman, wants to make sure she is pregnant. She is pregnant. HCG was positive. She had an ultrasound done because she states she has no tubes and the ultrasound showed the baby to be in the uterus. No issues or problems. Happy with the care received.

2. JG, 15-year-old with eye pain. Diagnosed with conjunctivitis. Treated with eye drops. Mother states that he is already better.
3. BH, 69-year-old woman with chest pain. Cardiac workup negative. D-dimer 536. Diagnosed with atypical chest pain. Cardiologist was called. The patient is doing great. Motrin is helping her pain.
4. RM, 11-year-old with heart rate of 120 and temperature of 103. Diagnosed with flu A. Tamiflu and Bromfed given.
5. AS, 22-year-old with nausea, vomiting, back pain, vaginal discharge. Urinalysis shows urinary tract infection. STD panel sent. Treated with Rocephin, Zofran and Macrobid, doxycycline and metronidazole to cover all bases. Left message for the patient.

6. LH, 56-year-old lady with sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Ayr nose drops were given for viral pharyngitis. The patient was happy with the care.
7. JG, 7-year-old seen with cough. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI and allergic rhinitis, treated with *__________*
8. KR, 11-year-old seen with headaches, shortness of breath, and URI was diagnosed. Swab test negative. Treated with Bromfed. He is doing better. Family is happy with the care.

9. AQ, 33-year-old seen with abdominal pain and diarrhea. Treated with Bentyl. CT was not done even though white count was 16,000. Dr. B wrote a note that the patient’s leukocytosis was most likely related to volume depletion and diagnosed the patient with eosinophilic gastroenteritis. Urinalysis negative. Treated with Bismuth and prednisone 60 mg a day for five days. The patient is actually doing better today.
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10. AR, 6-year-old with URI symptoms. Swab test negative. No treatment offered. No complaints from the mother. He is doing better.
11. AO, 19-year-old young lady with a temperature of 101. Swab test showed flu A. Cough medicine only. No Tamiflu given. She is still sick, but may be a little better, she states. She liked the doctor, “he was a cutie pie.”
12. EB, 11-month-old baby with a positive strep. The doctor stated that the child is eating and drinking. No symptoms of pharyngitis. He thought that was either false positive and/or colonization; nevertheless, he did not treat the patient. Mother was very happy, had no complaints and she agreed with the doctor that he is doing just fine and he does not need any treatment.

13. AD: 21-year-old woman with stomach pain. Workup up-to-date which showed 2 mm stones. She states she thinks she has already passed it, she is a new woman today. Sent home with Zofran and Toradol. No complaints.
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
