CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of a lump behind her right ear for the past year and now with some discomfort. She states the lump has been there for several months, does not remember exactly when. Now, with slight discomfort for the past day and seemingly increased in size. The patient states that she was slapped by her stepmother a few months ago with injury to right tympanic membrane with small perforation, but at that time of the examination did not mention the lump behind the ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above, otherwise noncontributory. Presently living with her mother, without charges pinning against stepmother who lives in Harris County.
FAMILY HISTORY: As above, otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Slightly cystic type lesion behind overlying right mastoid process measuring 2 cm without any erythema or definite tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Lesion, right mastoid, unknown etiology.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Vibramycin to take for 10 days with referral to ENT, get consultation from PCP.
