The patient is seen today with complaints of lesions on trunk for two days. He states that they burn when he takes a bath, slightly pruritic. Mother states they he stays inside all the time except for PT in school. She states his brother has noted similar lesions, concerned possibility of measles. They are not moving around.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits except for childhood obesity. Skin: Papular eruption present in upper chest with slight crusting suggestive of bite without evidence of impetigo or definitive infection. Mother states lesions are fading since yesterday. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash, probably from insect bite.
PLAN: Advised to continue topical care with Benadryl as needed for resolution of rash. Follow up as needed.
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
