The patient is seen in the clinic with his autistic brother with complaints of cough and congestion with diarrhea and sore throat for the past three days.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, has some complaints of some discomfort left inferior lateral rib cage for two days without increase with movement or cough.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No inflammation of tympanic membranes both or nasal or oral mucosa. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. No tenderness noted to left inferior rib cage. Localized slight discomfort. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu and strep testing with positive type A flu.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Tamiflu to take with followup as needed. Also, treated autistic brother with presumptive diagnosis also of type A flu.
