NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of neuropathy.

Dear Dr. Baquer:

Thank you for referring Mr. James Irons for neurological evaluation with his history of paresthesias in the distal upper and lower extremities.

Your reports and laboratory testing were highly appreciated.

It is my understanding he had pervious findings of both B12 deficiency and borderline elevation of hemoglobin A1c.

He does not necessarily take any vitamins or nutritional supplements.

His neurological examination was equivocal for sensory impairment.

On October 15th, he completed electrodiagnostic testing of the left arm and leg with motor and sensory nerve conduction studies, spinal evoked F wave responses and H. reflex testing.

The findings of the studies show findings of a multifocal neuropathy with evidence for conduction block involving the ulnar nerve on the left, the tibial nerve in the foot with motor and sensory axonal and demyelinating changes that are variable.

These findings are consistent with a multifocal neuropathy with conduction block that may be seen in individuals with underlying medical illness including cancer-related risk factors.

In consideration for further therapy and care, I have given him a prescription for Men’s general vitamin for men over 50 and a vitamin B12 supplement for initiation.
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I will be ordering additional laboratory testing for neuropathy evaluation.

I will send a followup report when he returns.
