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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The first traumatic brain injury was in 2016 in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient was jumping out of airplane.  As he was jumping out of the airplane, he got hit.  Specifically, his helmet got hit.  The helmet slightly broke apart.  The helmet was broken and he completely lost consciousness.  He got hit in the head.  He was completely unconscious and landed on the ground.  He woke up on the ground and conscious.  He required attention.  He woke up with some smelling salt.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient was dizzy.  The patient had lightheadedness.  The patient was seen in the hospital.  The patient has scan of the head.  The patient was told that he had sustaining a concussion and there is some swelling in the head according to the patient.  The second injury to the head was in 2017, the patient was in a Humvee truck, in the Fort Hunter Liggett, California.  The patient tells me that Humvee rolled over.  He was a passenger.  He hit his head.  However, he did not lose consciousness.  However, he sustained severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation after that.
Since the incident, the patient has significant headaches.  He has lot of headaches.  The patient also had memory problems.  He has mood swings.  He has difficulty sleeping and insomnia symptoms.  He states headaches are almost on a daily basis.  He took three different medications in the past.  He is currently not taking anymore.  They have not been helpful and the patient is currently not taking anymore.
The patient is currently working for Santa Clara County District Attorney Office.  He has to *__________*.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his work.  The patient tells me that he has significant mood swings.  His headaches are affecting his concentration.  He has ringing in the ears.  The patient is not able to focus.  The patient has decrease attention span because of his headaches and mood swings.
It is my opinion that, the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  Specifically in 2016, the patient was jumping out of an airplane.  He hit the head as he was jumping out of the airplane.  He hit his head immediately and broke the helmet.  The patient was unconscious.  The patient was unconsciousness as he was landing to the ground.  He woke up on the ground.  The patient had severe confusion and disorientation with headaches.  The second incident was Humvee roll over accident in 2017 in California.  The patient also hit the head.  The patient has confusion and disorientation after that.
It is my opinion that, these incidents caused traumatic brain injury.  Specifically, the loss of consciousness when he was jumping out of the plane with head injury.  The patient also has confusion and disorientation when he woke up.  The patient also has severe headaches.  Apparently, he has headaches all the time.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient also has mood swings.  These are common symptoms after an injury.
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
