Dear Rosemary:

Thank you, for sending Dennis Hartsfield, for pulmonary evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 61-year-old overweight male patient with a history of COPD. He has had persistent cough, sputum production, and shortness of breath with exertion. The patient also had significant leg swelling and occasionally experiences chest pains. The patient has history of smoking for over 45 years, but presently he is down to just under a pack per day. Denies any weight loss, fevers, chills, or night sweats. The patient’s recent chest x-ray on 09/04/2022 showed COPD changes, but no acute process.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient’s past history includes history for chronic bronchitis and history of bilateral hip replacement surgery. He also had multiple surgical procedures on his chest following a severe automobile accident more than 20 years ago. He has had a history for chronic pain. He also has a history of lumbar disc disease. He had laminectomy and placement of a rod in the back. He has opioid dependence and history for pancreatic mass as well as lung nodules. The other history includes schizoaffective disorder, prostatic hyperplasia, chronic kidney disease, and esophagitis as well as colon polyps. He had coronary artery disease with stenting x1.

HABITS: The patient is a smoker for over 48 years three to four packs per day for 15 years and then two packs a day. No significant alcohol use, but at a young age the patient did use cocaine and other illicit drugs.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE and IVP DYE.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of cancer of the larynx and lungs. Mother died of a stroke.

MEDICATIONS: Trazodone 100 mg h.s., sertraline 75 mg daily, Lasix 20 mg daily, Protonix 40 mg daily, Remeron 30 mg h.s., oxycodone 15 mg as needed, BuSpar 30 mg b.i.d., tamsulosin 0.4 mg daily, Aldactone 25 mg daily, Trelegy Ellipta inhaler one puff a day, Plavix 75 mg daily, and finasteride 5 mg daily.
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SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient has fatigue and had some weight loss. He had cataracts and hoarseness. He has had wheezing, shortness of breath, and cough. He also has abdominal pain, nausea, heartburn, black stools, and diarrhea. He also has joint pains, muscle pains, and leg swelling. He has depression, anxiety, and easy bruising. He has headache, numbness of the extremities, and skin rash with itching.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This moderately overweight middle-aged white male who is alert. Face was flushed. He has 2+ leg edema. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 116/60. Pulse 72. Respiration 16. Temperature 97.8. Weight 180 pounds. Saturation 97%. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Pupils are reactive and equal. Tongue is moist. Throat is injected. Ears, no inflammation. Neck: Supple. No bruits. No thyroid enlargement. Chest: Equal movements with diminished breath sounds at the periphery with wheezes scattered bilaterally. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular. S1 and S2. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No masses. Liver just felt below the costal margin. Bowel sounds are active. Extremities: 2+ edema with diminished pulses. Neurological: Reflexes are brisk with no gross motor deficits. Cranial nerves are grossly intact. Skin: No lesions.

IMPRESSION:
1. COPD with emphysema.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of pancreatitis.

4. History of coronary artery disease.

5. Schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: The patient will use a Ventolin HFA inhaler two puffs q.i.d. p.r.n. Advised to get a CT chest without contrast as well as a complete pulmonary function study with lung volumes. He will continue using the Trelegy Ellipta inhaler one puff a day. CBC and complete metabolic profile was ordered. A followup visit to be arranged here in approximately three weeks.
