Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a phone discussion with Mr. Beckstead and wife, renal biopsy showing the collapsing focal segmental glomerulosclerosis, it took a while to have approval from the Rituxan, has received one dose, second one two weeks apart will be next week on prednisone, severe generalized edema anasarca.  We discussed about salt and fluid restriction, some of this might be exacerbated by Norvasc, which is going to be stopped and we are changing to hydralazine 25 mg three times a day.  He has advanced renal failure, present GFR around 15.  We discussed about potential dialysis, tunnel dialysis catheter and later on AV fistula.  Collapsing FSGS is a very serious condition, chances of reversing are very small but not zero.  He is on prophylaxis for pneumonia, stomach ulcers and osteoporosis from effect of medications.  Continue adjusting blood pressure medicines.  I am afraid dialysis will need to restart in the near future.  All questions answered the patient and wife Rhonda.  New blood test is coming today.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
