Thank you for this referral and thank you for your continued support.

Ms. McNary has been known to me for last 10 plus years. She is a 78-year-old female who I see for anemia chronic and looks like it does seem to be gradually getting worse. The patient was diagnosed to have myelodysplastic syndrome and a bone marrow aspiration biopsy was done in 2011, which was highly suggestive of myelodysplastic syndrome. She did not require any erythropoietin until recently in last two years. Her hemoglobin has started to go down and now she requires erythropoietin every so often to keep her hemoglobin in descent range.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of GERD. The patient had colonoscopy, which was negative in 2016.

She is on few medications, which includes omeprazole and losartan 100 mg daily. She also is on Bayer Aspirin once a day, metoprolol succinate 100 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, hydralazine 25 mg daily, and Lasix 20 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a 78-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighing 171 pounds, height 5 feet 1 inches tall, and blood pressure 148/62.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Myelodysplastic syndrome and anemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and we will see her in two weeks.
