Thank you for this referral.

This is a 49-year-old male comes here for evaluation today. He has osteoporosis and he is here for Reclast infusion.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. He is in a wheelchair.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of intellectual disability profound secondary to injury at birth. He also has microcephaly and partial complex seizure. The patient is legally blind. He has spastic quadriplegia and also has osteoporosis. He has anemia as well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair, short stature, and legally blind.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: He has feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Intellectual disability.

2. Osteoporosis.

3. Spastic quadriplegia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Reclast infusion over one hour and then we will see him for followup in one year.
