CC: Falls.
HPI: The patient has had three falls this week. She is in a high-back wheelchair, she leans forward and falls out of it, so unit nurse had maintenance move the chair so that it tends to tilt backward, so it is harder for her to lean forward and subsequently fall out, which is how the three falls that she has had have happened. She was seen today. She has got a resolving bruise above her right eye from a fall two weeks ago. She did not make eye contact, was nonverbal and on musculoskeletal she would did not follow any commands to do physical exam.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, mobility impairment with falls out of wheelchair and sleep disorder and care resistance with agitation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/21/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 09/21/2022 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Generalized frailty and decline evident. Nonverbal.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/76, pulse 94, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, O2 sat 94% and weight 92.2 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength and leaning in wheelchair to the right.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Generalized decline. Per hospice, we will institute comfort measures when appropriate.

2. Falls. Her wheelchair is now tilted so that it is harder for her to lean forward and hopefully she will not lean forward and fall.
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
