HPI: A 76-year-old with MS relapsing and remitting type stable. She is in a wheelchair. She is able to propel herself around and has bilateral OA of knees with limited weight bearing. The patient was admitted on Carter Home Health who followed her while she was home since her admit on 09/29/22 despite being contacted by this facility they had not responded and come to see patient. I asked her about when she last saw them prior to coming here and she could not give me a time. She did comment that they did not seem much interested. There are skilled care needs that patient has and she is agreeable to switching to a new home health company so those appropriate orders will be written. She also has a history of vertigo uses p.r.n meclizine and is able to ask for medication. We need clarification on frequency.

DIAGNOSES: MS, vertigo, wheelchair use, bilateral OA of knees with limited weight-bearing, HTN, HLD, GERD, spinal stenosis with chronic back pain, and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/05/22. 

ALLERGIES: AMBIEN and SIMVASTATIN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in room front part of her apartment. She has a bed and several other things. So, she navigates a small space with her wheelchair is able to answer the door, but has to be positioned side ways. She was interactive. She is able to give information and we had a conversation where I stood in the doorway and she was inside in her wheelchair. She was pleasant and alert.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Home health needs. We will discontinue Carter home health order for Life Spring HH to follow patient. A bath aide is also requested given her neurologic issue.

2. HTN. I am requesting a daily monitoring and a printout for my review next week.

3. LEE. She has been on torsemide 40 mg q.d. with some benefit. We will continue and then reevaluate next week when labs are reviewed.
