CC: UA followup.

HPI: A 75-year-old who had a recent hospitalization requiring SNF care afterwards for urosepsis and she has now completed all oral antibiotics. There was never a followup UA done, which is also not the standard of care, but given her concerns a UA was done and reviewed with her today. She also states she has had some irritation of her gums and the sides of her mouth. In the past, she has had mucositis and states this feels like it again. She knew swish and swallow by name and it has been effective for her in the past and requests us same treatment and on her left lower extremity she has had a skin tear receiving wound care from home health.

DIAGNOSES: Generalized weakness, which is improving, mobility impairment uses wheelchair which she can propel, MCI, history of UTIs, anxiety, hypothyroid, HLD and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/05/22 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 10/05/22 note

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant and alert able to voice needs.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/62, pulse 89, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 98% and weight 120 pounds.

HEENT: On the buccal mucosa, there is some redness and areas of irritation, but no loss of the actual mucosa along the inner lower lip there is tears in the mucosa and also she has several teeth missing where she was to have had dental implants that she is not been able to get to now, but there is clear irritation of the gums as well as the tissue under her tongue.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels her manual wheelchair to and from dinning room etc. Self-transfers. We will call for help if she feels it is needed. Decrease in lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Left inguinal area there is linear line. Skin had a laceration and looking it is actually due to the panty line of her brief cutting into her skin. Exam on the right side the tissue is healthy and intact. At the bikini line, the skin also appears normal and healthy.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2-3. Clear speech. Acknowledges some short-term memory deficits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Mucositis. Nystatin swish and swallow 15 mL q.i.d that can be kept at bedside. The patient has used this before and is aware of how to administer.

2. Skin tear due to the pants pressing into groin. Area to be cleaned with powder a.m., 2 p.m. and covered with a nonadherent dressing until skin tear heals and a thin layer of Calazime will be applied to the area at h.s.
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
