HPI: An 86-year-old with a history of MCI is seen. She is pleasant, quiet. She looks at me expectantly. She was just eager to start talking and she does so in a low-volume voice. She states that her sleep is okay, that she eats at each meal and has had no falls. She is independent in her ambulation and told me that she does not have any pain to include joint pain. When asked if she had any questions or concerns, she denied having any.
DIAGNOSES: MCI, HTN, HLD and visual loss in left eye due to left ophthalmic artery CVA.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 10 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and D3 1000 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant well-groomed older female.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/70, pulse 78, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 142 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. Symmetric excursion without cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No distention or tenderness. Bowel sounds present.
NEURO: Orientation x3. She is generally quiet, but can give information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: A 60-day note. The patient is steady in all regards without any acute medical events or falls. Continue with current POC to include no medication changes.
