Mr. Martinez is being recertified at this time. He is an 80-year-old gentleman with diagnosis of vascular dementia and behavioral disturbances. He also suffers from sacral region stage II decubitus ulcer, hyperlipidemia, and BPH. The patient has had recent urinary tract infection. The patient is now aphasic, bed confined, sleeping 20-22 hours a day, eating very little. The patient is still able to live with his wife and his family who are his primary caregivers. The patient has a catheter in place to keep the patient from developing decubitus ulcer. He also requires position changing every two hours. KPS score is at 40%. He is only able to tolerate pureed diet and is now eating less than 10% which was 10 to 20% previously and appears to have lost more weight and as noted to be protein-calorie malnourished. Continues to be hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
