HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 79-year-old female presents to the clinic accompanied by her daughter. Daughter states that on 09/24/2022, the patient fell ________ and had to get three stitches to the right side of her forehead. The facility that put the stitches in stated that they were going to dissolve on their own; however, they have not yet. The patient just began having cough two days ago.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient and placed in chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroid, insomnia, depression, anxiety, breast cancer, and chronic back pain.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, cholecystectomy, tonsillectomy, left mastectomy, anterior cervical fusion and lumbar laminectomy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs. Admits to ETOH socially. Former smoker.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/70. Heart rate 83. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98. O2 saturation 94%. She weighs 153 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL. No erythema to the posterior pharynx. Bilateral tympanic membranes intact with no erythema.
NECK: No JVD. Normal range of motion. 
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. She does have the laceration noted to the right side of her forehead. Three sutures visible, but partially obscured by a scab with quite a bit of matted hair and dried blood. I did cut the sutures and begin to pull them off which are actually above the scab and it shows that the wound is actually healing well.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Bronchitis.
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PLAN: The patient did have the three Vicryl sutures removed. Area was cleansed. I did discuss with the patient and daughter to just clean the area as she normally would in the bathtub with mild soap and water and then I did give albuterol nebulizer for the patient to take as well as cough medicine for symptom relief. They did not wish to do any swabs today in the office. However, if she had worsening of symptoms, they were going to bring her back to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. They did agree with this plan of care. They were given the opportunity to ask questions, they have none at this time.
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
