CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and upper abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that nasal congestion started last week and she did not take any pain medications and the condition is worsening. Now the patient has upper abdominal pain without any nausea or vomiting and the patient denied any fever or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, cough, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, skin rashes, or depression.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any discharge of blood. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

Abdominal examination reveals slightly obese abdomen and there is mild epigastric tenderness without any organomegaly and bowel sounds are active.
