CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of shortness of breath and followup on pulmonary nodule.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has shortness of breath on and off especially upon exertion and there is no chest pain. The patient has seen cardiologist in the past and had an extensive workup done. The patient currently takes furosemide 20 mg one tablet as needed.

The patient came today as a followup for pulmonary nodule. He had this for past year and half and need to be evaluated and the patient is going to be referred to pulmonologist. However, the patient denied any sputum production, wheezing, or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, skin rashes, or loss of consciousness.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
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
