PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Medication refill.

2. Opioid use disorder.

The patient was educated on the importance of avoiding other substances that may complicate this program and she is also instructed to keep all appointments in a timely manner. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.

PMP AWARxE was reviewed. The data from PMP AWARxE does not represent drug-seeking behavior or diversion.
A urine drug screen was done in the clinic today, drug screen was negative for all unauthorized substances and positive for Suboxone, which she takes as part of the program.
