MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed. The patient reports cough, states cough is dry. She reports runny nose. Denies fever. Denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory effort. The patient was coughing with deep inspiration. She has inspiratory rhonchi. There is no crepitus or rales.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute bronchitis.
2. Cough.
3. RSV positive.
The patient was given the following medication in the ER Atrovent and albuterol x1. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.

Consult to her doctor’s care for restriction.
She was given a full excuse away from school until 10/24/2022 as her condition could be contagious.

She was sent home with the following medications.

1. Zithromax 200/5 mL two teaspoon p.o. now then one teaspoon daily until gone.

2. Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL given two teaspoons p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #2000 mL. The patient was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
